NACIREMA ACTIVITY

OBJECTIVES

Students will examine how one’s own values,
beliefs and previous experiences affect the
way he/she interprets the world.

PREPARATION

Handouts of the Nacirema article, a very popular
introduction to the study of culture and
stereotyping. (this can be obtained through
searches for “Nacirema” on the WWW).
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ACTIVITY

1. The students will each read the article on
Nacirema.

2. In small groups of 4-5 people, they will
discuss each of the rituals described in the
article and come up with a similar activity in
their own culture.

3. Class discussion as a large group on
observing and interpreting the events and
people around us.
